Order for Morning Prayer from the Book of Common Prayer — Trinity 7

Opening sentences from Scripture

God, which confess their faults, Restore thou them that are penitent, According to thy
promises declared unto mankind in Christ Jesu our Lord: And grant, O most merciful Father,
for his sake, That we may hereafter live a godly, righteous, and sober life, To the glory of thy
holy Name. Amen.
