Sunday 7™ March 2021. The third Sunday of Lent

WHEN the wicked man turneth away from his wickedness that he hath committed, and
doeth that which is lawful and right, he shall save his soul alive. Ezekiel 18.27

If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us: but if we
confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness. 1 St. John 1.8-9

DEARLY beloved brethren, the Scripture moveth us in sundry places to acknowledge and
confess our manifold sins and wickedness; and that we should not dissemble nor cloke them
before the face of AlImighty God our heavenly Father; but confess them with an humble,
lowly, penitent, and obedient heart; to the end that we may obtain forgiveness of the same,
by his infinite goodness and mercy.

And although we ought at all times humbly to acknowledge our sins before God; yet ought
we most chiefly so to do, when we assemble and meet together to render thanks for the
great benefits that we have received at his hands, to set forth his most worthy praise, to
hear his most holy Word, and to ask those things which are requisite and necessary, as well
for the body as the soul. Wherefore | pray and beseech you, as many as are here present, to
accompany me with a pure heart and humble voice unto the throne of the heavenly grace,
saying with me:

A general Confession to be said by the whole Congregation.

ALMIGHTY and most merciful Father, We have erred, and strayed from thy ways like lost
sheep, We have followed too much the devices and desires of our own hearts, We have
offended against thy holy laws, We have left undone those things which we ought to have
done, And we have done those things which we ought not to have done, And there is no
health in us: But thou, O Lord, have mercy upon us miserable offenders; Spare thou them, O
God, which confess their faults, Restore thou them that are penitent, According to thy
promises declared unto mankind in Christ Jesu our Lord: And grant, O most merciful Father,
for his sake, That we may hereafter live a godly, righteous, and sober life, To the glory of thy
holy Name. Amen.

The Absolution or Remission of sins to be pronounced by the Priest

ALMIGHTY God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who desireth not the death of a sinner,
but rather that he may turn from his wickedness, and live; and hath given power, and
commandment, to his Ministers, to declare and pronounce to his people, being penitent, the
Absolution and Remission of their sins:

He pardoneth and absolveth all them that truly repent, and unfeignedly believe his holy
Gospel. Wherefore let us beseech him to grant us true repentance, and his Holy Spirit, that
those things may please him, which we do at this present; and that the rest of our life
hereafter may be pure, and holy; so that at the last we may come to his eternal joy; through
Jesus Christ our Lord.

18 For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being
saved it is the power of God. ' For it is written:

20\Where is the wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the disputer of this age? Has not God made
foolish the wisdom of this world? 2! For since, in the wisdom of God, the world through wisdom
did not know God, it pleased God through the foolishness of the message preached to save those
who believe. 22 For Jews request a sign, and Greeks seek after wisdom; 23 but we preach Christ
crucified, to the Jews a stumbling block and to the Greeks foolishness, 24 but to those who are
called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. 2° Because the
foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is stronger than men.

John 2.13-22



13 Now the Passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. ' And He found in
the temple those who sold oxen and sheep and doves, and the money changers doing

business. * When He had made a whip of cords, He drove them all out of the temple, with the
sheep and the oxen, and poured out the changers’ money and overturned the tables. 1® And He
said to those who sold doves, “Take these things away! Do not make My Father’s house a house of
merchandise!” 17 Then His disciples remembered that it was written, “Zeal for Your house vhas
eaten Me up.”

18So the Jews answered and said to Him, “What sign do You show to us, since You do these
things?”

19 Jesus answered and said to them, “Destroy this temple, and in three days | will raise it up.”

20 Then the Jews said, “It has taken forty-six years to build this temple, and will You raise it up in
three days?”

21 But He was speaking of the temple of His body. 22 Therefore, when He had risen from the
dead, His disciples remembered that He had said this to them; and they believed the Scripture and
the word which Jesus had said.

O GOD, who art the author of peace and lover of concord, in knowledge of whom standeth
our eternal life, whose service is perfect freedom: Defend us thy humble servants in all
assaults of our enemies; that we, surely trusting in thy defence, may not fear the power of
any adversaries; through the might of Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Third Collect, for Grace.

O LORD, our heavenly Father, Almighty and everlasting God, who hast safely brought us to
the beginning of this day: Defend us in the same with thy mighty power; and grant that this
day we fall into no sin, neither run into any kind of danger; but that all our doings may be
ordered by thy governance, to do always that is righteous in thy sight; through Jesus Christ
our Lord. Amen.
